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SECTION 4: First aid measures

4.1. Description of first aid measures

First-aid measures after inhalation . In case of disturbances owing to inhalation of vapours or mists, remove the victim from
exposure; keep at rest; if necessary, seek medical attention.

4.2. Most important symptoms and effects, both acute and delayed

Symptoms/effects after inhalation . This product has a low vapour pressure, and in normal conditions at ambient temperature
the concentration in the air is negligible. A significant concentration may build up only in
case of sprays and mists. In these cases overexposure to mists (e.g. through prolonged
use in confined insufficiently ventilated spaces) may cause irritation to airways, nausea and

dizziness.

Symptoms/effects after skin contact . Prolonged and repeated skin contact may cause reddening, irritation and dermatitis. May
produce an allergic reaction.

SECTION 5: Firefighting measures

5.1. Extinguishing media

Suitable extinguishing media . Small-size fires: carbon dioxide, dry chemicals, foam, sand or earth. Large fires: foam or
water fog (mist).

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5.3. Advice for firefighters
